To improve the travel process at Monash University a fully automated travel notification system has been
introduced for use by all employees when obtaining approval to travel internationally. The system will alert
travellers to any medical or security warnings via links to DFAT as well as pre-populating your Travel Diary
and issuing an insurance confirmation certificate. Most importantly it will more easily allow the University to
locate employees in an event of an emergency.

You will need to log into the Employee Self Service (ESS) portal and follow the Travel and Expenses links in
order to enter an international travel request.

GREEN CORNER

Complementing and in advance of the major capital works planned for the Menzies
building, the Office of Environmental Sustainability has commenced a program of
improved lighting control of common spaces (hallways and foyers) throughout the
building. The works include re-zoning lighting and installation of motion and
ambient light detection sensors that will switch off lighting when not required. The
energy saving resulting from these measures is expected to exceed 250,000
kWh/annum, or 325 tones of CO2 not put into the atmosphere per year. The
sensor technology chosen for these works will be suitable for subsequent
integration into the major renovation works planned over the next few years, or
salvaged for use on other projects.
